Shower regulator 
Regulates flow to 8 litres  
per minute.
*not suitable for electric showers.

Buffaloo bag  
Placed in cistern to reduce 
amount of water per flush, 
saving 12 litres per day.

Shower head   
Regulates flow to 7 litres  
per minute.
*not suitable for electric showers.

Leaky loo strip   
Placed in bowl of toilet to 
identify leaks not visible to the 
eye. A leaky loo can waste up 
to 400 litres per day.

Tap aerators with  
fitting tool 
Reduces flow by adding air to 
water down to 5 litres  
per minute.

Kitchen tap aerator   
Reduces flow to 8 litres  
per minute.

Swell gel   
Mix with soil. They hold water 
therefore reducing water use 
on plants and save 0.5 litres 
per day.

Shower timer  
timer, saving 5 litres per day.

Silicone plug   
For missing plugs
